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ADULT CLASSES

INTRODUCTION TO BOOK ILLUSTRATION
MONDAYS 4 - 6PM | KYLE MAUREY

This class will introduce the basics of book illustration for adults. We will
begin the first half of the course exploring different illustrator’s styles &
learn about various approaches to storytelling. This will include media
exploration, sketchbook journaling and creative writing. In the second
half of the course, we will shift the focus and apply these skills fo your
own story ideas!

ABSTRACT ACRYLIC PAINTING
MONDAYS 6 - 8PM | JOE ROACHE

This class is directed toward making abstract paintings using acrylic paint
and other media and is intfended for beginning to intermediate students.
This class provides hands-on instruction in preparing surfaces, color mixing,
glazing, scumbling, and using mediums. We will use a variety of techniques
from underpainting and glazing to alla prima, impasto, pouring, and
collage technigues.

INTRODUCTION TO WHEEL THROWING
MONDAYS 6 - 8PM | LAUREL BLACKTHORNE

Come learn to throw on the wheell We will focus on building a strong
foundation of skills and techniques that students can carry forward in
their ceramics practice. Each class meeting will have a specific focus
and students can expect to complete 6-8 pieces. The class will also
include discussions of basic knowledge about clay, glazes, and kilns that
will give students a holistic understanding of ceramics.




BASIC DRAWING
WEDNESDAYS 6 - 8PM | JOE ROACHE

This basic drawing class will provide hands on instruction in drawing,
from basic sketching through finished drawings and portrait sketches.
We will use a variety of different mediums including pencil, charcoal,
pastel, and color pencil mediums. Students in this class will work from
still life setups, live portrait models, and photographs.

WHEEL THROWING 1
WEDNESDAYS 9:30AM - 12PM | LAUREL BLACKTHORNE

We will focus on mastering the foundational skill of throwing clean,
even cylinders and expand into new forms such as bowls and plates.
Students will work on refining their frimming skills to ensure a clean and
functional finished pot. Students can expect fo complete 8-10 pieces.
Class will include discussions of clay, glazes, and kilns that will give
students a holistic understanding of ceramics.

MIXED LEVEL HAND BUILDING
THURSDAYS 1:30 - 4:30PM | LAUREL BLACKTHORNE

Let's make things with clay! We will focus on foundational skills in slabs,
coils, and sculpture in a series of instructor-guided and student-led
projects. We'll make everything from pinch pots to garden sculptures.
Students will also work on building their surface design skills through the
creation of files. The class will include discussion of clay, glazes, and kilns
that will give students a holistic understanding of ceramics.

OIL PAINTING
THURSDAYS 6 - 8PM | JOE ROACHE

This class is designed for beginning to intermediate students. If you have
some background this can be helpful. This class will provide hands-on
instruction in preparing surfaces, color mixing, glazing, scumbling, and
using mediums. We will use a variety of techniques from underpainting
and glazing to the alla prima technique. Students in this class will work
from still life setups, live portrait models, and photographs.

LITTLE BIT OF EVERYTHING CLAY
FRIDAYS 6 - 8PM | LAUREL BLACKTHORNE

Don’'t know whether to start with hand building or wheel throwing? This is
the class for you! We'll explore both through a series of guided projects
including wheel-thrown spoon rests and hand-built trinket boxes. A great
infroductory or one-time class for folks interested in exploring clay as an
art form.
